6. Bauhaus and its sites in Dessau and Weimar
UNESCO World Heritage Site since 1996

The Bauhaus was built in Dessau in 1925/26 to the plans of Walter Gropius and was opened as a college of design. Today, the building is the headquarters of the Dessau Bauhaus Foundation and is more than just a museum. It is a centre of design, research and teaching for students of the creative arts from all over the world. Gropius also designed houses for the permanent Bauhaus teachers, or “Masters” as they were known. The former residences of Kandinsky, Klee, Muche and Schlemmer and Feininger House, former home of Lyonel Feininger, are today open to visitors. 

The “Am Horn“ experimental home built in Weimar in 1923 for the Bauhaus exhibition - based on an idea by Bauhaus Master Georg Muche (1895-1987) - was generalised in the original version. The house is an example of the dawning of the age of modern living in the 20th century. Other Bauhaus sites include the former art school and the former school of applied arts.
