5. Garden Kingdom of Dessau-Wörlitz

UNESCO World Heritage Site since 2000

The Garden Kingdom was the brainchild of Prince Leopold III Friedrich Franz von Anhalt-Dessau (1740-1817), who sought, with his many reforms, to create a harmonious union between man and nature.

He set the Garden Kingdom in a landscape defined by rivers and meadows. Palaces, gardens and tree-lined alleys, park buildings, follies and other small architectural gems blend so naturally into this environment that they give the whole “kingdom” the appearance of one endless park.

The classical Luisium Palace with its English gardens, the rococo Mosigkau palace and park, the Großkühnau country park and the Georgium, whose palace houses the Anhalt Art Gallery, surround the town of Dessau. They form a seamless whole with the baroque town, palace and park of Oranienbaum and the most important part of the Garden Kingdom, the Wörlitz Park.
