Muskau Park/Park Mużakowski

UNESCO-World Heritage Site since 2004

The Muskau Park is an unique work of garden art of universal value. The park was laid out after plans by Hermann Prince von Pückler-Muskau, a garden artist, nobleman, and travelling author, between 1815 and 1845. The following owners essentially developed and extended the park according to the plans by Pückler.

Today, the park grounds on both sides of the Lusatian river Neiße are situated in Germany and Poland. The park expands to its entire size of about 830 hectare. The spacious arrangement, vast views, varying intensive design of the park areas, and artificial watercourses are significant to the Muskau Park. The visitor experiences constantly changing, three-dimensional pictures created by means of nature and countryside.

Intense joint efforts by German and Polish conservationists led increasingly to the restoration of the landscape park over the last years.
