24. Völklingen Ironworks

UNESCO World Heritage Site since 1994

UNESCO declared the Völklingen ironworks a world cultural heritage site in 1994, as the first industrial site of the Industrial Age. The Völklingen ironworks were established in 1873 and, after being taken over by the Röchling family in 1881, were developed into the biggest ironworks in the Saar region. The complex was closed down in 1986 but has been preserved intact, enabling visitors to follow all the phases of pig iron production in an authentic setting.

The newly formed Völklingen Ironworks – European Centre for Art and Industrial Culture organisation has developed the plant into one of the most important sites of industrial culture in Europe. Its World Cultural Heritage status will provide a platform on which to transform the site into a forward-looking centre of culture and learning.

More than 100,000 visitors a year bring the old ironworks back to life. Projects, exhibitions and events make a visit to the site a fascinating experience.
